Operation Cobra was underway. The German positions south of St Lo had been pounded by a massive
Allied aerial assmlt The Panzer Lehr Division had been shatiered Into this blasted and chaotic landscape
in order fo trap any surviving German formations altempting to retreat and recombine with ofther German
defenses.

Aftermath: The Kampfgruppe at Le Pont Brocard consisted of two nnderstrength companies of the Panzergrenadier-1.¢hr-
Regiment 901 and Panzer-Lehr-Pioneer-Batfalion 130. This force had a conple antfi-tank guns and a Flak 88 for snpport. Unbe-
knownst to the Americans, Panzer Lehr’s commander, Fritz Bayerkein, had his mobile HQ Bus in the nearby woods. As the
Americans quickly overcame the Germans in Le Pont Brocard, Bayerkin and his staff fled to an orchard and sent out a fnal
radio message to let the OK'W know that the Panzer L ehr Division had been annihilated.
