“Merdjayoun”

Merdjayoun Village, Lebanon — June 19th, 1941

In mid-June 1941, Vichy forces had launched a major counter-attack in the Merdjayoun
Sector of Lebanon to the west of Damascus. This area was filled with hills and old Cru-
sader-cra forts. The Vichy forces pushed hard imto the area and pushed imto Merdjayoun.
The Australians had initially retreated in panic before the combined armor and air assanlts
of the Vichy forces. Having regrouped, the Australians would begin taking back lost
ground. By the 17th of June, the Australians were once again fighting for comtrol of the
village of Merdjayoun

Affermath: The Australians of 2/25th had enpaged the Vichy in hard fighting in some houses and nearby cemetery in Merdjayoun. After
some quick forlifying of their position, the Australians were subjected fo a hard counter-attack by the Vichy, which included heavy arfillery
fire and supporting R35 tanks In the ensuing fiphting, groups of Australians were isolaled and captured By fthe morning of the 20th of June,
the Australians had retreated fo the Litania River and surrounding area
